The significant harm to local wildlife and detrimental impact on the environment, and,
the design, scale and prominence on the landscape.

When moving to my property in the Woodsome Valley in late March 2025, I was
delighted to be moving to a protected Greenbelt area with properties situated in perfect
alignment with each other – such a harmonious location was painstaking to find; it's
scarcity is what makes it rare and it's rarity is what makes it special.

The proposed development would be too dominant in a semi-rural location, causing
detrimental harm to the visual amenities of the local area. The properties would not be
in-keeping with the heritage, character or appearance of the surrounding area. This
location provides the area with a place of good quality, quiet respite, relaxation and
peaceful recreational activities, such as walking and horse-riding. I believe the
proposed development would have an irreversible negative impact on the mental well-
being of all the current residents and visitors to the area. I also believe the
development would lead to a strong negative impact on the surrounding properties
monetary valuations. 

The proposed plans involve action which would have an adverse impact on biodiversity
- The cutting down of mature trees and replacing them with saplings. I believe nature
should be protected and existing habitats should be conserved and expanded upon,
not destroyed. I read that over 85% of new properties in Kirklees have been built on
existing Brownfield land and I'd like to hope that this accolade will continue to be
