I object to the proposed housing development.

The site in question is established in a Green Belt and Conservation Area.

The open country aspect of the surrounding area together with the numerous historical
and well maintained Grade 2 listed buildings provides a simple, peaceful leisure
element within walking distance of built-up areas for the local population. This should
not be disrupted for an out of harmony modern housing scheme.

The site is approved for use as a non-retail horticultural/agricultural business. It
operated successfully as a wholesale nursery until the owner retired. That owner was
refused permission to build on the site. Further planning applications to undermine its
Green Belt status have since been lodged and have been rejected. The restricted use
of the site has been unchanged over many years and will have been known when the
site was acquired. To allow the site to deteriorate to promote the appearance of
'dereliction' should not alter its Green Belt status or its existing approvals.

The site is well removed from and is not part of the built-up village of Almondbury. It is
situated on a very narrow lane that already has some serious traffic problems that
impact on access by emergency vehicles, council vehicles and farming vehicles. It is
perhaps naive to think that a development of this size and style would not aggravate
those problems especially for pedestrians.

To allow any change of use to facilitate such an incongruous and egregious modern
housing development should not be permitted and the planning application should be
totally rejected.
