There appears to be a change of plans under the same planning application. Surely
this scheme is a completely new application as fundamentally altered from the original
plans put forward. Now rather than 5 houses we have 4.

Again no consultation with surrounding properties. The current planning application is
now a mixture of the old plans and the new plans. So cannot see full extent of the
plans and full impact on neighbouring surroundings.

It still does not address the valid concerns that neighbours have regarding of loss of
privacy, dangerous narrow lane, not in keeping with surroundings, not necessary
development, height of proposed buildings over one storey high, noise, overwhelming
surrounding properties and many other issues which have been addressed in valid
other objections..

This site is within the green belt in an area of outstanding beauty. It is agricultural land
not residential. The changes to the national planning framework scheme will not
include this site to become “grey belt”. It clearly states that in its definition that no site
should be considered grey belt within an area of outstanding beauty. The developers
are trying to adapt the new term grey belt to fit their own narrative. Kirklees should
throw this application out

It is clear by the volume of objections that the developer has failed to engage with
surrounding properties and address their concerns.

| once again respectfully ask you to withdraw this application on the grounds of it is
completely irrelevant to the initial plans put forward.

| refer you to all the current objections logged with Kirklees. This is an important area
with huge historical significance as it lies below Castle Hill. A development of this type
is not in keeping with the surrounds.
