Why is it necessary to demolish or extend (as applicable) all or part of the building(s) and or structure(s)?

The new entrance and windows on Byram St gable will provide improved connection of the heritage asset at a key arrival point to the market -
improving its active frontage and use by the public. It will also allow this facility to operation independently from the primary market opening
times offering more opportunity for activation of this underutilised part of the conservation area.

The modern kiosk installations on Byram St are present a barrier to access to the public and impeded visual and permeability and movement
within the main market hall. Demolition will allow for the new interventions to be glazed and accessible at grade.

The removal of the food kiosks will allow for a new cooking facilities which support a range of businesses including start ups and community
use. This is required to evolve with changes in the commercial and retail landscape. The new open layout is designed to promote social
cohesion maintaining the public use.

The demolition of the non-structural partitions allows for the installation of the new public toilet, multi faith room, market offices and support
spaces to be configured to modern standards.

The removal of the modern roller shutters removes an element that diminishes the heritage significance (as per the Heritage Impact
Assessment) and allows for the installation of new glazed screens to provide a more visually permeable perimeter for appreciation of the

asset, alongside facilitating a more temperate and controllable environment to facilitate more active use throughout the year.

The removal of redundant plant additions facilitates a more holistic mechanical and electrical strategy for the contemporary use.
