The garden measures approximately 7 metres in width along the house frontage (windows
and door side) and 6.5 metres in depth from the house to the front boundary.

The existing front garden is currently in domestic residential use as part of the dwellinghouse. The proposed works will not alter this lawful
use. The replacement of the boundary wall with a fence not exceeding 1 metre in height is within the allowances of permitted development
under Class A, Part 2 of the General Permitted Development Order (GPDO). The hard surfacing of the front garden with printed concrete or
tarmac is permitted under Class F, Part 1 of the GPDO. As the area is greater than 5 square metres, provision has been made for surface
water drainage within the curtilage of the property through the installation of an aqua drain. On this basis, the proposed works are considered
to be lawful.

A Lawful Development Certificate should be granted because the proposal falls within the allowances of the General Permitted Development
Order (GPDO). The replacement of the boundary wall with a fence not exceeding 1 metre in height complies with Class A, Part 2. The
resurfacing of the front garden with printed concrete or tarmac complies with Class F, Part 1. As the area is greater than 5 square metres,
provision for drainage within the curtilage of the property is included through the installation of an aqua drain. The works do not involve any
change of use, as the garden will remain in domestic residential use associated with the C3 dwellinghouse. On this basis, the proposed works
are considered lawful and eligible for confirmation by the granting of a Lawful Development Certificate (Proposed).
