	Description of Development: Erection of an upper floor extension with new roof in addition to carrying out a full renovation.
	Q1 What measures have beenwill be taken to reduce the energy demand associated with your proposed development beyond the minimum required in Building Regulations See section 2Row1: In addition to the min. standards as set out in Approved Document Part L of the Building Regulations for existing buildings - smart meters, energy efficient white goods, building service controls such as lighting and gas boiler controls etc, will be provided to aid the reduction in energy demand.
	Q2 What measures have beenwill be taken to limit the carbon consumed through the implementation and construction processes eg by reusing existing onsite materials or sourcing materials locally See section 3Row1: All facing materials will be reused wherever possible. Boundary walls have been rebuilt with existing, unused stone, from around the property. The existing stone roof tiles will be re-used for the patio and path areas. We are account holders with a number of local building merchants within the Kirklees area that we will be reaching out to, to source materials as and when needed for the project.
	Q4 What measures have beenwill be taken to ensure the building design and layout has been optimised to energy efficiency beyond the minimum requirements in Part L of the Building Regulations  See section 5Row1: Whilst this is an existing building, enhancements to the existing design will be applied wherever possible. This includes bringing all the appropriate u-values up to the min. standard for existing dwellings as required by Approved Document Part L of the Building Regulations (note that these are more stringent than that of the new build requirements), the optimization of glazing for natural light and roof windows for poorly lit areas. Energy efficient lighting and a boiler will also be provided.
	Q5 What measures have beenwill be taken to reduce potential impacts of flooding associated with your proposed development See section 6Row1: Whilst this is an existing building, measures will be taken where possible to help reduce potential flooding. This includes the continued use of the mains drains, new drainage will be provided to take surface water from the car parking hard standing area down to the rear garden and channel drains will be provided to the perimeter of the paths that abut the house to prevent water build up at abutments of the property.
	Q6 What measures have beenwill be taken to reduce water stress associated with your proposed development eg Water retention and minimisation measures See sections 7 and 8Row1: To minimize water stress, all new water goods will be in accordance with the min. standards as set out in Approved Document Part G of the Building Regulations. In addition to this, sustainable landscaping measures will also be put in place to help reduce any water stress.
