T15 Beech. Crown lift over footpath by 4m to satisfy the clearance required over the footpath to prevent an obstruction to the users of the
footpath. The crown of the Beech tree is suppressed and is leaning out towards the road. The lower branches are hanging over the footpath.

T18 Beech. To remove to ground level and grind out the stump. As it has fruiting bodies of Ganoderma applanatum at the base. It is also
showing low vitality and when tested with a Thor nylon hammer, parts of the tree sounded 'dead'.

T24 Sycamore. Remove to ground level. This tree is being 'squeezed out by the other trees. It is located close to the metal fencing. It has low
vitality and dieback in the crown. The removal will create more room for the nearby trees.

T27 Sycamore and T32 Lime. Lower stem epicormic removal.

You might find it useful to contact an arborist (tree surgeon) for help with defining appropriate work.
