Proposal: Advertisement Consent for erection of illuminated and non-

illuminated signs. 

 

Site Description  

The application relates to Heckmondwike Hub Bus Station situated in 

Heckmondwike. The site is currently under construction and was previously a 

hardstanding area with four bus bays and shelters set upon the loop formed 

by Royle Fold and George Street. The site falls within the allocated 

Heckmondwike Town Centre boundary and within the Heckmondwike Primary 

Shopping Area as set within the Kirklees Local Plan. There is a listed building 

35m away from the hub to the south-east, whereby there are a row of 

buildings in between. 

 

Description of Proposal  

The application seeks advertisement consent for the installation of several 

illuminated signs. The details of the proposed signage as outlined on the 

application form and plans can be found below: 

 

Fascia Sign (Heckmondwike Bus Station) 

- Dimensions of the proposed advertisement: Height 1.41m x Width 2.96m x 

Depth 0.15m  

- Maximum Height of any of the individual letters and symbols: 0.55m  

- Height from the ground to the base of the advertisement: 2.76m 

- Colour of text and background: "W" Logo in Weaver Green (RAL 140 60 

70) and Forest Green lettering (RAL 160 30 20) 

- Materials: Metal signage with halo/backlighting  

- Maximum projection of advertisement from the face of the building: 

150mm  

- Illuminance levels: 700 cd/m2 

- It would be static and internally illuminated 

 

Rooftop Sign (Heckmondwike Bus Station) 

- Dimensions of the proposed advertisement: Height 0.65m x Width 10.77m 

x Depth 0.15m 

- Maximum Height of any of the individual letters and symbols: 0.65m  

- Colour of text and background: "W" logo in Weaver Green (RAL 140 60 

70) and White lettering 

- Materials: Metal 

- Maximum projection of advertisement from the face of the building: 

150mm  



- Illuminance levels: 700 cd/m2 

- It would be static and internally illuminated

Assessment  

The NPPF seeks a presumption in favour of sustainable development and 

seeks to secure high quality design and a high standard of amenity for all 

existing and future occupants of land and buildings, as well as taking account 

of the character of different areas and the way they function.  

 

Paragraph 141 of the NPPF considers that the quality and character of places 

can suffer when advertisements are poorly sited and designed. However, 

advertisements should be subject to control only in the interests of amenity 

and public safety, taking account of cumulative impacts. Policy LP25 of the 

Kirklees Local Plan sets out that the display of advertisements will only be 

permitted if they satisfy the following criteria:  

 

- The design is consistent with the character of the existing building in terms 

of scale, quality and use of materials;  

- Proposals respect the character of the locality and any features of historic, 

architectural, cultural or other special interest 

 

The proposal would see one illuminated fascia signs installed to the southern 

elevation of the building and one illuminated sign installed above the bus 

stand. Although the advertisements would be visible from public vantage 

points, they would be appropriate to the context of the site and would not give 

rise to any visual amenity harm.  

 

The internally illuminated advertisements would be static in nature. The 

application form confirms an illuminance level of 700cd/m2 and therefore, 

officers do not consider there to be any significant Environmental Health 

impacts with this development.  

 

To minimise problems of glare and stray light from external artificial lighting, 

the signs should be installed and maintained in accordance with the 

“Guidance Note 01/21 for the Reduction of Obtrusive Light” by the Institution 

of Lighting Professionals: 2021 www.theilp.org.uk. Kirklees Council has 

powers under Section 80 of the Environmental Protection Act 1990 to prevent 

statutory nuisance including artificial light and must serve an abatement notice 

when it is satisfied that a statutory nuisance exists or is likely to occur or recur.  

Failure to comply with a notice served using the above-mentioned legislation 

would be an offence for which the maximum fine on summary conviction is 

unlimited.   

 

In this instance, it is considered that the proposed signage, due to their 

position, design, and scale, would not result in any detriment to amenity or 

public safety. As such, the proposed advertisement is considered to comply

with Policies LP24 and LP25 of the Kirklees Local Plan in terms of achieving 

good design and well-designed places and the National Planning Policy 

Framework.  

 

To conclude, this application has been assessed against relevant policies in 

the development plan and other material considerations. It is considered that 

the development would constitute sustainable development and is therefore 

recommended for approval.
