Remediation Strategy Report by RGS, dated the 18th of September 2025. 

 

Within the report, remediation includes but is not limited to the following: 

 

Garden areas - remediation will comprise the removal of all topsoil from site 

leaving the uncontaminated natural material beneath. Following this, a 

provision of topsoil shall be made that is a suitable growing medium for plants. 

Beneath buildings, pavements and hard-standings clean inert granular sub-

base shall be employed. Systems to protect site operatives and neighbours 

are stated and procedure for imported fill/removal of any contaminated site 

won materials stated. The report goes on to confirm a verification report will 

be produced. This addresses the mitigation required within the conceptual site 

model of the earlier approved Phase 2 intrusive report. 

 



KC Environmental Health are therefore satisfied with the submitted 

Remediation Strategy report and recommend the discharge of condition 7.
