be notified in writing within 2 working days.

Condition 9 — Construction Method Statement

groundworks, a Construction Management Plan (CMP) shall be submitted to
and approved in writing by the LPA. The CMP shall include a timetable of all
works, details of point(s) for construction traffic, vehicle sizes and routes,
times of vehicle movements, parking for construction workers, signage, wheel
washing facilities within the site, lighting during construction works, hours of
working, details of dust, noise and vibration suppression measures. The
development shall be carried out in accordance with the CMP.
