In pursuance of its powers under the above-mentioned Act and Order the KIRKLEES
COUNCIL (hereinafter called “The Council”) as Local Planning Authority hereby
permits:-

REMOVAL OF EXISTING GARAGE AND ERECTION OF TWO STOREY SIDE
AND SINGLE STOREY REAR EXTENSIONS, WIDENING OF VEHICULAR
ACCESS, EXTENDED DROPPED KERB AND ASSOCIATED ALTERATIONS

At: 58, DALTON GREEN LANE, DALTON, HUDDERSFIELD, HDS 9UH

In accordance with the plan(s), documents and application submitted to the Council
on 09-Oct-2025, except as amended or specified, details of which can be found in
the table below and subject to the condition(s) specified hereunder:-

1.The development hereby permitted shall be begun within three years of the date of this
permission.

Reason: Pursuant to the requirements of Section 91 of the Town and Country Planning
Act 1990 (as amended).



2.The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in complete accordance with the
plans and specifications schedule listed in this decision notice, except as may be specified
in the conditions attached to this permission, which shall in all cases take precedence.
Reason: For the avoidance of doubt as to what is being permitted and to accord with
Policies LP0O1, LP02, LP21, LP22 & LP24 of the Kirklees Local Plan, Principles 1, 2, 3, 4,
5,6,7,8,9, 10, 11 & 15 of the Council’'s adopted House Extensions & Alterations
Supplementary Planning Document, and Policies within Chapters 2, 9, 12 and 14 of the
National Planning Policy Framework.

3. The materials of construction of the ground floor front (south west) elevation wall shall
be local coursed stone to match the existing dwelling in the location indicated upon
submitted drawing 2025/052/03revA. All areas annotated to be render to the first floor front
(south west), side (north west) and rear (north east) wall elevations upon submitted
drawing 2025/052/03reVvA shall be of a stone or cream colour finish. The materials of
construction of the roofs of the development hereby approved shall be of a dark grey
colour finish.

Reason: To ensure the development has an acceptable visual impact to accord with policy
LP24 of the Kirklees Local Plan, principles 1 and 2 of the House Extensions and
Alterations SPD and policies within Chapter 12 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

NOTE: Due to its location, a bat roost may be present on site. Bats are a European
protected species under regulations of the Conservation of Habitats and Species
Regulations 2017. It is an offence for anyone intentionally to kill, injure or handle a bat,
disturb a roosting bat, or sell or offer a bat for sale without a licence. It is also an offence to
damage, destroy or obstruct access to any place used by bats for shelter, whether they
are present or not. If bats are discovered on site development shall cease and the
applicant is advised to contact Natural England for advice.

NOTE: The changes to the access within the adopted highway fronting the property will
need to be constructed under a section 184 agreement of the 1980 Highways Act (vehicle
crossings over footways and verges). You are required to consult the Design Engineer
(Kirklees Street Scene: 01484 221000) with regard to obtaining this permission and
approval of the construction specification. Interference with the highway without such
permission is an offence which could lead to prosecution.

Pursuant to article 35 (2) of the Town and Country Planning (Development Management
Procedure) Order 2015 and guidance in the National Planning Policy Framework, the
Local Authority have, where possible, made a pre-application advice service available,
complied with the Kirklees Development Management Charter 2024 and otherwise actively
engaged with the applicant in dealing with the application. After consulting with KC
Highways Development Management, officers requested a proposed site plan to confirm
that the scheme can accommodate 3 off-street, in-curtilage parking spaces. Amended
plans were received on 15t December 2025 which were considered to address the
concerns raised by Highways.

Appeals to the Secretary of State

Local Planning Authority’s decision to impose planning conditions then you must do so
within 6 months of the date of this notice.

— If an enforcement notice is served or has been served relating to the same or
substantially the same land and development as in your application and if you want to
appeal against the local planning authority’s decision on your application, then you
must do so within 28 days of the date of service of the enforcement notice.

— The Secretary of State can allow a longer period for giving notice of an appeal, but he
will not normally be prepared to use this power unless there are special circumstances
which excuse the delay in giving notice of appeal.

— The Secretary of State need not consider an appeal if it seems to him that the local
planning authority could not have granted planning permission for the proposed
development or could not have granted it without the conditions they imposed, having
regard to the statutory requirements, to the provisions of any development order and
to any directions given under a development order.

— In practice, the Secretary of State does not refuse to consider appeals solely because
the Local Planning Authority based their decision on a direction given by him.

Please note, only the applicant possesses the right of appeal.

Purchase Notices

— If either the local planning authority or the Secretary of State refuses permission to
develop land or grants it subject to conditions, the owner may claim that the owner can
neither put the land to a reasonably beneficial use in its existing state nor render the
land capable of a reasonably beneficial use by the carrying out of any development
which has been or would be permitted.

In these circumstances, the owner may serve a purchase notice on the Council

This notice will require the Council to purchase the owner's interest in the land

in accordance with the provisions of Chapter | of Part VI of the Town and Country

Planning Act 1990.
