There is a car-port that is attached to the barn. The car-port is a non-original extension. The car-port has an external roof covering made from
tiles made from a concrete - this is made to have the appearance of old yorkshire stone, but is ultimately inferior and does not weather well.
The existing roof covering has failed, leading to the felting underneath to fail completely (it is an old tar & string felt).

The proposal is to replace the existing roof covering with traditional and location-sympathetic Indian stone. This will bring the car-port roof
covering in line with all roofs around it. During the work, new breathable membrane and laths will be installed - but will be invisible from the
exterior.
