The Hey

This application is to obtain Listed Building Consent to replace the roof
covering of the car-port adjoining the Grade ii listed building, The Hey.

Heritage, Design, and Access statement



The site

The Hey sits a little elevated from the valley bottom just beyond the western edge
of Marsden.

The Hey is within a small group of buildings which make up the hamlet of Hey.

The Hey is in a semi-rural location, surrounded by fields to the north, east and west.

There is a punctuated ribbon of development on the northern side of waters road
and the site lies within this ribbon.

The site has beautiful views across the colne valley to the south. The Hey is the
principle dwelling within the hamlet of Hey.

Whilst the hamlet is an informal agricultural grouping, The Hey appears on
approach to be quite a formal double fronted house. A winding drive leads from
Waters Road up to the south western, front elevation of the house and the front
elevation looks out onto an enclosed lawn.

The house has an attached separate dwelling to its south eastern side which is
under separate ownership. There is an adjoining barn to the north western side
which forms part of the site.

Adjoining the barn is an enclosed car-port - it is the roof covering of this car-port
that is the subject of the current Listed Building Consent application.

Proposed works

The existing concrete stone-look-alike tiles on the car-port have
failed, causing domage to the car-port interior.

The proposal is to replace the existing concrete roof tiles with
Indian stones to be in keeping with all buildings in the
surrounding area (including The Hey itself), as well as being
much more durable and long-lasting.

In addition, new breathable memlbrane and laths will be
installed under the new Indian stone roof tiles. The new roof tiles
will have flashing installed adjoining the barn.

No other features or characteristics of the site will be altered in
this work.

The proposal has zero impact on access - the
works are entirely limited to re-covering the
car-port roof with Indian stone
