“5. Notwithstanding the submitted details, development above slab/foundation level shall not 
commence until details of all external walling and roofing materials to be used have been submitted 
to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The development shall not be brought 
into use until the approved scheme has been completed. No materials other than those approved in 
accordance with this condition shall be used which shall thereafter be retained and maintained for 
the lifetime of the development. Reason: In the interests of visual amenity to accord with Policy LP 24 
of the Kirklees Local Plan, The Kirklees Housebuilders Design Guide SPD and guidance contained 
within Chapter 12 of the National Planning Policy Framework.”
