Huddersfield to Westtown (Dewsbury) Transport and Works Act Order 

1. INTRODUCTION 

1.1 Background 

1.1.1 The Scheme is part of a wider programme of works under the Trans-Pennine Route 
Upgrade (TRU) which will improve the Trans-Pennine railway between Manchester, 
Huddersfield, Leeds and York and improve connections between key towns and cities 
across the north of England. 

1.1.2 Planning Direction for the Huddersfield to Westtown (Dewsbury) section of the TRU was 
received from the Department for Transport referenced TWA/21/APP/03, dated 3 November 
2022. 

 Listed Building Consent for the works to Huddersfield Station as part of the Huddersfield to 
Westtown (Dewsbury) section of the TRU was granted as directed by the Secretary of State 
for the Department of Levelling Up, Housing and Communities on 27 June 2022 (LBC Ref: 
2021/91328). This was granted subject to a number of conditions. 

1.1.4 This document sets out details in relation to Condition 2 of the granted Listed Building 
Consent.  
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2. STAGED APPROACH TO DISCHARGE 

2.1.1 The consent for the Order Scheme requires the discharge of various Planning and Listed 
Building Consent conditions. The materials specification and samples are just one of the 
elements which provide the foundation for the construction of the Order Scheme as they 
help inform how construction works should be undertaken in respect of the significance of 
the heritage asset.  

2.1.2 Due to the nature of the construction programme and complexities of delivering the scale of 
the Order Scheme at Huddersfield Station, there are specifications and samples of materials 
that either will not be understood fully until after certain construction activities have 
commenced or may significantly delay the fulfilling of the Order Scheme in order for the 
required information to be gathered before works commence. As such, a phased approach 
to the materials condition utilising a partial discharge of the materials samples and 
specifications submission for different elements of the station is deemed necessary. This will 
afford a complete understanding, with approved materials, that informs high quality works 
considered appropriate for the sensitivities of the Grade I Listed Huddersfield Station, 
thereby complying with Condition 2 outlined and the phased approach agreed in principle by 
Kirklees Council. 

 This Schedule of Materials is intended to be read in conjunction with the associated 
Conservation Implementation Management Plan (CIMP) which comprehensively outlines the 
conservation framework and methodology in the context of works proposed to be 
undertaken within the Order Scheme. This Schedule of Materials is considered to align with 
the relevant Phase 4 of the CIMP, as this document details the material alterations proposed 
within the works covered by that phase of the CIMP. 

 Those elements of the Station covered by this Materials Schedule, aligned with the Phase 4 
CIMP, comprise: 

• Roof A, including lantern (specifically with respect to the extension of the roof at its 
northern end) 

• New platform canopies 

• Passenger subway 

2.1.5 In addition to these elements, this Materials Schedule also outlines details of those materials 
where, subsequent to the approval of their specification via the Phase 2 or Phase 3 
Materials Schedule submissions, changes in specification or finish have had to be made. 
Where this has occurred, the new specification outlined in this document have been agreed 
with Kirklees Council, including via sharing of samples with the Kirklees Council 
Conservation Officer, where appropriate. It should be considered that, once approved, the 
specification of the materials outlined below will supersede the corresponding details 
included in and approved via the Phase 2 or 3 Materials Schedule. 

2.1.6 Overall, this phased approach to submission utilises partial discharge of the condition to 
ensure that no works, including demolition, will take place until an approved specification 
and samples of materials for that element of the Station has been submitted and discharged. 
This requires that some approved works commence to inform later stages of the programme 
and allow for a fully complete and approved construction materials that entirely complies 
with the requirements of the condition. No works on any element would commence without 
formal approval based on an up to date and approved relevant materials sample and 
specifications with fully informed and precise details for the specific element for discharge. 

 Partial discharge of Condition 2 has already been approved for three previous phases of 
submission. Phase 1 of the CIMP included the Tea Rooms Methodology document, which 
details the material specification used for deconstruction and commencement of storage of 
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Huddersfield to Westtown (Dewsbury) Transport and Works Act Order 

Tea Rooms, and preparation for elements of reconstruction. This was submitted in June 
2023 (ref: 2023/91628) and partial discharge approved in July 2023. The Materials Schedule 
to align with Phase 2 of the CIMP included details of the materials specification for works to 
Roof A and the Penistone Line canopy. The Phase 2 Materials Schedule was submitted in 
October 2023 (ref: 2023/93177) and partial discharge approved in February 2024. The 
Materials Schedule to align with Phase 3 of the CIMP included details of the materials 
specification for works to the footbridge and platforms. The Phase 3 Materials Schedule was 
submitted in April 2025 (ref: 2025/91093) and partial discharge approved in July 2025.

3. INFORMATION INCLUDED IN THIS SUBMISSION 

 The wording of Condition 2 of the granted Listed Building Consent (LBC Ref: 2021/91328) is 
reproduced below: 

2. (Huddersfield Station Materials) Before the works hereby approved commence, or 
within a timescale to be otherwise agreed in writing by the local planning authority, 
samples and specifications of all materials to be used on all external elevations, roofs 
and subways of the works shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the local 
planning authority. The works shall be constructed only using the approved materials 
unless otherwise agreed in writing by the local planning authority. 

 This document details the information required in relation to Condition 2, for details of 
methodology covered, see the corresponding Phase 4 Conservation Implementation 
Management Plan (CIMP) (see above, Section 2). This Materials Schedule document 
comprises a schedule of the materials to be used on all external elevations of these parts of 
the station.  

 Once procurement of the materials has been undertaken via the project supply chain, 
photographs and detailed specifications of materials and finishes will be obtained by 
Network Rail. These will be shared with Kirklees Council via the established TRU Heritage 
Working Group, and subsequently will be included, as appropriate, in future submissions to 
partially discharge the condition further. 

 Where necessary, samples of the material(s) to be used will be made available by Network 
Rail for inspection by the Kirklees Council Conservation Officer (and Historic England where 
appropriate). Where samples of materials are to be shared, these are identified in the 
schedule of materials below. Sharing of the sample(s) and any further agreement on the 
approach will be arranged and confirmed via the established TRU Heritage Working Group. 

 We do not anticipate any need to depart from the information provided, however, there may 
be unforeseen circumstances which require us to revise proposals. In such circumstances 
Kirklees Council will be notified as soon as possible, and their agreement sought on the 
required change in materials through the established TRU Heritage Working Group.

5. CONCLUSION  

5.1 Summary 

 As stated, this document is submitted in order to partially discharge Condition 2 of the granted 
Listed Building Consent for works to Huddersfield Station (LBC Ref: 2021/91328). 

 The works will be implemented with the materials used as agreed via this documentation. As 
detailed above in paragraph 3.1.5, any unforeseen circumstances leading to changes in the 
materials used will be communicated to Kirklees Council and changes in materials agreed 
accordingly.  

 Sample(s) of five of the materials to be used across six elements of the station will be made 
available by Network Rail to be shared with Kirklees Council, if required. These comprise:  

• Aluminium insulating sandwich panels to be used for the exterior cladding of lantern of 
Roof A extension 

• Aluminium insulting sandwich panels to be used for the exterior cladding of new canopies B 
& C 

• Powder coated aluminium to be used for the gable end cladding of new canopies B & C 

• Vitradual cladding to be used for the clerestory and main column cladding of new canopies 
B & C 

• Ceiling system to be used for the internal cladding of underside of finger canopies 

 Sharing of the samples, photographs and detailed specifications, as well as any further 
agreement on the approach will be arranged and confirmed via the regular TRU Heritage 
Working Group.     

5.2 Next Steps 

 It is anticipated that the information contained within this document will be sufficient to at least 
partially discharge Condition 2 of the granted Listed Building Consent for works to 
Huddersfield Station (LBC Ref: 2021/91328), in relation to those elements of the Station 
covered, namely Roof A extension, new canopies B & C, finger canopies and passenger 
subway. 

 Network Rail will submit further Material Schedule documents to accompany future phases of 
the Huddersfield Station Conservation Implementation Management Plan (CIMP) (as outlined 
in Section 2).
