1. Introduction

This response is provided by the Waste Collection Authority (WCA) and outlines operational
requirements for waste storage and collection. These comments aim to support compliance
with Kirklees Local Plan policies LP24 (d.vi), LP43, and the Highway Design Guide SPD. The
aim is to achieve a safe and efficient waste collection service.

The Council takes the issue of bin blight seriously and encourages developers to ensure that
the street scene for new developments is not spoilt by the poor design for refuse storage and
collection.

The applicant has submitted a drawing, “TEMPORARY MARKET BUILDING GENERAL
ARRANGEMENT, Dwg No. HMH-GSA-TM-00-D-A-1170, Rev P02”. Which shows the
proposed waste compound.
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2. Waste storage and presentation:
e Under Section 45 (1) (b) of the Environmental Protection Act 1990 It shall be the duty
of each Waste Collection Authority (WCA), if requested by the occupier of premises in
its area, to collect any commercial waste from the premises.

e The applicant / tenants may choose to use the Trade Waste service from Kirklees
Council, a private contractor or reverse logistics for collection and treatment of wastes
arising on the site. Regardless of the contractor used, providing appropriate waste
storage is vital to prevent escape of waste, odour, or vermin problems. Evidence of a
waste collection contract and Controlled Waste Transfer Notes (CWTN's) must be
available if requested.

e The waste stores should be secure to prevent theft, unauthorised use / fly tipping,
rough sleeping or arson. If the doors to the bin store are to have a key / keypad to
secure access these details will be required by the collection staff. The bin store should
be of suitable dimensions to accommodate the necessary bins and constructed in
compliance with the details specified in the design guide.




¢ Bin store surfaces should be durable and waterproof enough to withstand heavy duty
cleaning such as power washing. The storage area needs to have suitable drainage,
with water discharging into a sewerage drain, (not into surface water or onto the
highway), to allow the washing of bins.

e The bin storage area and access routes to the Bin Collection Point (BCP) should be
constructed to withstand point loading and movement, impacts of larger bins over time,
and to resist future rutting, pitting, cracking or other such surface degradation that
would impair bin manoeuvring.

e To facilitate loading of full wheeled bins the surface between the bin store and the
loading point should be smooth hard surface without kerbs. Guidance states that the
maximum drag out distance for bins should be 10 metres.

3. Refuse Collection Vehicle access:

e Suitable site access and manoeuvrability space for a Refuse Collection Vehicle is vital
to the contractor’s ability to collect waste. Reversing of RCV’s is a recognised safety
risk (particularly in locations such are town centres with proximity to members of the
public). Therefore, provision of turning points and good layout of skip compounds and
wheeled bin storage areas should be a critical consideration in the layout of the site.

e Parked cars are a perpetual problem for RCV access, and it is important to account for
potential parking spaces even where these are undefined.

4. Requested Planning Conditions

e Pre-Occupation Waste Strategy
Prior to commencement the developer must submit for approval details for bin storage,
screening, BCPs, and RCV access. The approved details shall be provided before first
occupation and shall be so retained thereatfter.

e Bin Store maintenance
Before development commences, details of the management and maintenance of
communal refuse storage areas by a designated private management company shall
be submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority. The approved details
shall be provided before first occupation and shall be so retained thereafter.
