Erection of free standing single storey structure to be used as a temporary indoor market (sui 
generis) with associated facilities, office cabins, waste compound, parking spaces and works 
(within a Conservation Area)

This application is for the erection of a free-standing structure to act as a temporary indoor market with 

associated cabins, waste storage parking and works at a site adjacent to the existing Huddersfield 

market. The structure and associated works are temporary and to enable renovation works on the 

existing market to take place and are expected to be in place only during the renovation works period of 

approximately 18 months. 

 

The structure and outdoor market stalls are to be located within an area currently used by market traders 

for parking, however with the full market proposals this area will be transformed into an outdoor 

“market yard” and will house stalls and provide a space for other events and the parking will be lost 

permanently. 

 

Any works within the adopted highway will need to be done under the correct legal agreement with the 

Local Highway Authority. This should be added as a footnote. This will also include any changes to 

TROs around the proposal site. 

 

A series of temporary concrete blocks will be installed as hostile vehicle mitigation barriers to separate 

the operating market space from the highway, and this would follow the line of the existing bollards on 

Brook Street. We would request that a minimum of 1.2m gap is included between the blocks along 

pedestrian desire lines to allow for ease of access for users with mobility issues or those pushing prams 

or buggies. A suitable route may need to be arranged to allow traders to pass between the concrete 

blocks while they are moving stock on trolleys. 

 

The direct pedestrian route between the market area and Tesco will be re-routed around the proposed 

temporary structure, we would again request that the new route around the structure is suitable for all 

users including ones with mobility issues and also users with prams and buggies. 

 

The Brook Street pay-and-display car park is going to be reduced from 31 spaces to just 9 to 

accommodate market office and toilet facilities and the waste and recycling area. This will need 

agreement with the Kirklees Town Centre Parking team. It should be noted that the full Market scheme 

will also remove some parking spaces on this car park for the new waste and recycling area. 

 

The temporary waste and recycling compound will be positioned on the Brooke Street car park and this 

will require refuse vehicles to reverse on to the car park to pick up refuse and recycling and this may 

have highway safety implications. We would like to see details of a waste collection management 

strategy that removes any chance of conflict between refuse vehicles and car park users, especially 

pedestrians and during any reversing manoeuvres and this may require the use of a banksman. 

 

With this we consider the application to be acceptable on highways grounds with the following 

condition. 

 

Condition 

Before development commences, details of suitable storage, access for collection of wastes and a 

management plan for the safe collection of waste from the premises hereby approved shall be submitted 

to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The approved details shall be provided 

before first occupation and shall be so retained thereafter. 
Reason: In the interests of amenity and highway safety and to meet the requirements set out in 

Local Plan Policy LP24 part d(vi).  

 



 

 

 

 

Footnote 

Any works within the adopted highway fronting the property will need to be constructed under the 

correct legal agreement of the 1980 Highways Act. You are required to consult the Design Engineer 

(Kirklees Street Scene: 01484 221000) with regard to obtaining this permission and approval of the 

construction specification. Interference with the highway without such permission is an offence which 

could lead to prosecution.
