Dewsbury.

The firstis a sycamore (24/94/t3) located at the SE boundary, adjacent to 22 Shelbourne Road. It is apparent the tree has been dead for quite some
time and now a large section of the upper crown has fallen onto the neighbours shed and patio. Photo attached.

The second is a sycamore located adjacent to the main Savile Road on the W boundary (24/94/g2), that has failed at the root plate and is hung up in a
Horse chestnut next to it.
