	Description of Development: Proposed single storey rear extension, conversion of existing outbuildings into habitable accommodation and associated internal alterations
	Q1 What measures have beenwill be taken to reduce the energy demand associated with your proposed development beyond the minimum required in Building Regulations See section 2Row1: The proposal is  a modest extension and alterations to an existing semi detached dwelling. The proposed extension will be fully insulated to at least the level required by Building Regulations. The existing outbuilding,which is currently an unheated space, used only for storage, will be adapted, including insulation, etc to form a new habitable space. The alterations will make the  dwelling much better suited to modern family living.
	Q2 What measures have beenwill be taken to limit the carbon consumed through the implementation and construction processes eg by reusing existing onsite materials or sourcing materials locally See section 3Row1: The likely contractor is local and will purchase materials from local sources where possible. Given the nature of the existing construction it is unlikely that any materials will be able to be recycled from the demolition/breaking out process for re-use.
	Q4 What measures have beenwill be taken to ensure the building design and layout has been optimised to energy efficiency beyond the minimum requirements in Part L of the Building Regulations  See section 5Row1: The building design is a modest rear extension to the existing property. The layout of the extension is restricted due to there being a number of public/shared drains running through the rear of the property. The link to the existing outbuilding takes the form of a simple insulated link. 
	Q5 What measures have beenwill be taken to reduce potential impacts of flooding associated with your proposed development See section 6Row1: The building does not sit close to a flood zone and so no specific measures have been incorporated.
	Q6 What measures have beenwill be taken to reduce water stress associated with your proposed development eg Water retention and minimisation measures See sections 7 and 8Row1: Given the modest nature of the proposals, no specific measures have been taken, The proposal adds one wc, one wash hand basin and a shower to the current appliances utilising water and this modest increase is not expected to significantly impact on the water usage of the property.
	Q7 What measures have beenwill be taken to provide biodiversity net gains See section 8Row1: No specific measures have been taken. No biodiversity will be affected by the proposal  and the area of the extension is less than 25m² and thus falls within the de minims exemption requirement.
	Q8 What measures have beenwill be taken to reduce air pollution associated with your proposed development See section 9Row1: No specific measures have been taken however it is not anticipated that the proposal will cause any additional air pollution.
	Q3 What measures have/been will be taken to utilise renewable or low carbon energy sources? (See section 4): No specific measures will be taken in this regard , As noted, the extension is modest and materials will be sourced to satisfy the requirements of the planning department and Building Control.
