The sign will measure approximately 500mm x 500mm and will be constructed with painted timber or aluminum with a matte, non-reflective 
finish. the basket will be traditional black metal design.

The sign will be fixed into the mortar joints only, ensuring no damage to the stonework or historic fabric of the building.

The design will be simple and traditional, using a cream background with dark lettering, and has been chosen  to be in keeping with the 
character and appearance of the listed building and surrounding conservation area.
