	Description of Development: Erection of a front entrance porch and formation of a first-floor balcony to the existing dwelling.
	Q1 What measures have beenwill be taken to reduce the energy demand associated with your proposed development beyond the minimum required in Building Regulations See section 2Row1: The proposed works are limited to a small entrance porch and first-floor balcony to an existing dwelling. The scale of development is modest and no significant increase in energy demand is anticipated. Any new enclosed elements will be constructed in accordance with, or exceeding, the relevant Building Regulations requirements
	Q2 What measures have beenwill be taken to limit the carbon consumed through the implementation and construction processes eg by reusing existing onsite materials or sourcing materials locally See section 3Row1: The proposal utilises lightweight construction methods and seeks to minimise material use. Timber elements will be sourced responsibly where possible, and local contractors and suppliers will be used to reduce transport impacts. Construction waste will be minimised and recycled where practical.
	Q4 What measures have beenwill be taken to ensure the building design and layout has been optimised to energy efficiency beyond the minimum requirements in Part L of the Building Regulations  See section 5Row1: The development is limited in scale and does not alter the overall layout or operation of the existing dwelling. Any enclosed elements will be designed to meet current Building Regulations requirements for thermal performance.
	Q5 What measures have beenwill be taken to reduce potential impacts of flooding associated with your proposed development See section 6Row1: The proposal does not materially increase the building footprint or create significant additional impermeable surfaces. Existing drainage arrangements will remain unchanged.
	Q6 What measures have beenwill be taken to reduce water stress associated with your proposed development eg Water retention and minimisation measures See sections 7 and 8Row1: The proposal does not introduce additional water demand. Existing water infrastructure and consumption patterns will remain substantially unchanged.
	Q7 What measures have beenwill be taken to provide biodiversity net gains See section 8Row1: Due to the small scale of the proposal and the absence of impacts on existing habitats, opportunities for biodiversity enhancement are limited. Existing landscaping will be retained wherever possible.
	Q8 What measures have beenwill be taken to reduce air pollution associated with your proposed development See section 9Row1: The proposal does not generate significant additional traffic or operational emissions. During construction, contractors will seek to minimise dust and unnecessary vehicle idling where practicable.
	Q3 What measures have/been will be taken to utilise renewable or low carbon energy sources? (See section 4): Given the limited scale and nature of the proposal, no new renewable or low-carbon energy systems are proposed as part of these works.
