(TRAFFIC REGULATION) (CONSOLIDATION ORDER PROVIDING ON-STREET 
PARKING PLACES, WAITING, LOADING AND STOPPING RESTRICTIONS AND 
MIGRATION TO A ‘MAP-BASED’ FORMAT) ORDER 2024 (AMENDMENT NO. 16) ORDER 
2025 

LOWER FITZWILLIAM STREET, WILLIAM STREET AND GREAT NORTHERN STREET, 
HUDDERSFIELD 
 
The Council of the Borough of Kirklees propose to make the above Order under their powers 
in the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 the effect of which, as it affects lengths of roads in the 
Huddersfield area of the Kirklees district, will be to: 
 
(i) Prohibit the waiting of vehicles at any time on lengths of the following roads: 
 

1. William Street 
2. Lower Fitzwilliam Street 

 
(ii) Introduce permit holder parking places on lengths of Lower Fitzwilliam Street 

that will be in operation between 08:00 – 18:00 Mon-Sat 
 
(iii) Introduce free parking places on lengths of Lower Fitzwilliam Street that will be 

in operation with parking restricted to 2 hours (with no return within 2 hours) 
between 08:00 – 18:00 Mon-Sat 

 
(iii) Revoke existing No Waiting At Any Time restrictions on a length of William 

Street 
 
(iv) Revoke the existing parking permit holders parking places and free parking 

places on a length of Fitzwilliam Street, which will no longer be required when 
the above measures are introduced 

 
(vi) Modify the existing parking permit holders parking places and free parking 

places on a length of Fitzwilliam Street 
 
 
Planning permission has been granted for the erection of a new two storey police station and 
associated work at 72, Northgate, Huddersfield HD1 6AE (Planning Ref (2024/92246W). 
 
This Traffic Regulation Order is proposed to remove any on street parking in the vicinity of the 
junction of Lower Fitzwilliam Street and William Street to help improve access, visibility, and 
safety for all users exiting the development site.  
 
It is believed these proposals will improve the amenities in the area through which these roads 
run.
