MOOR LANE, NETHERTON MOOR ROAD, DELPH LANE, NETHERTON 

 
Statement of Reasons for proposing to make the order: 
 
The location for this proposed scheme was identified and highlighted during an annual 
Collision Analysis process, with this location showing a number of emergence and 
visibility related Personal Injury Collisions.  
 
The Proposed scheme includes realignment of the radii by introducing footway 
buildouts to improve intervisibility for vehicles at the junction, as well as forward 
visibility for vehicles approaching and travelling on Moor Lane. 
 
During further site investigations it was identified that many vehicles were parked on 
or within the junction areas and this was present both during, and outside of, school 
drop off/ pick up times. 
 
As a direct result of this, and to further ensure adequate visibility is maintained and 
encouraged, Double Yellow Lines are proposed. 
 
It is believed these proposals will improve road safety for all road users. 
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
