The Council of the Borough of Kirklees propose to make the above Order under their powers
in the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 the effect of which, as it affects lengths of roads in the
Huddersfield area of the Kirklees district, will be to:

() Introduce free parking places that will operate at all times (with a max stay of 2
hours, and return prohibited within 1 hour) on lengths of Fieldhouse Road,
Huddersfield:

(i) Introduce residents permit holder parking places zone on Bradley Mills Lane that
will be in operation at all times

(i) Revoke the existing residents permit holders parking places on Fieldhouse Lane

(iv)  Revoke the existing combined parking permit holders parking places and free
parking places on Fieldhouse Lane, which will no longer be required when the
above measures are introduced

(vi) Revoke the existing residents permit holders parking places zones on
Springbank Road, Springbank Crescent, Bradley Mills Lane, Town Avenue,
Town Crescent, Town Place, Town Terrace, and the access to 411-493 Leeds
Road

Applications have been received from local residents requesting the removal of existing permit
parking schemes on the following streets:

Fieldhouse Road

St Andrew’s Road

Town Crescent

Town Avenue

Town Terrace

Town Place

Springbank Road

Springbank Crescent

Access to Rear of 411-493 Leeds Road, Huddersfield

Residents of Bradley Mills Lane have requested that permit parking remain in place. As the
schemes were originally created as zones, this road will need to be reinstated following the
revocations. Residents believe these schemes are no longer necessary and have asked for
the permit areas to be withdrawn. In line with the Council’s current Permit Parking Policy, it is
therefore proposed that the permit parking schemes in these locations be revoked.
