Statement of reasons for proposing the measures: 
 

Planning permission has been granted for the erection of a new two storey police 

station and associated work at 72, Northgate, Huddersfield HD1 6AE (Planning Ref 

(2024/92246W) 

This Traffic Regulation Order is proposed to change the existing crossing on the 

junction of Southgate and Lower Fitzwilliam Street from a puffin to a toucan crossing. 

This will mean the crossing point can improve access for cyclists and tie-in with a short 

new pedestrian/cycle link onto Broadway and the new police station. 

It is believed these proposals will improve the amenities in the area for pedestrians 

and cyclists. 
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
