It is proposed to install a number of new or improved crossings in Dewsbury. 
 
This work is being funded by the Transforming Cities Fund as part of a collaborative 
initiative between Kirklees Council and the West Yorkshire Combined Authority with 
the aim to improve facilities for pedestrians and cyclists. 
 
The new or upgraded crossings support the creation of pedestrian and cycling 
improvements in a number of places across Dewsbury 
 
The implementation of these restrictions are expected to improve road safety for 
pedestrians and cyclists using these routes. 
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
