NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that Kirklees Council propose to introduce the following traffic 
calming features on Albert Street, Lockwood, Huddersfield. 
 
Plateau: 
This will be flat in profile with a maximum height of 75mm, maximum 11 metres long top with 1.5 
metre ramps at 1:20 gradient. 

 
Feature 1 – Single plateau, running kerb to kerb on Albert Street centred on a point 62 
metres south-west of the south-western side of the junction with Crowther Street.
