COMMERCIAL ROAD AND HUDDERSFIELD ROAD, SKELMANTHORPE

Statement of Reasons:

A review of traffic-related injuries and collisions on Commercial Road has identified
several pedestrian—vehicle conflict points, particularly between Cumberworth Road
and King Street. To address these issues, it is proposed to extend the existing traffic
calming measures on Commercial Road eastwards.

In response to concerns about vehicle speeds along Huddersfield Road—from the
junction of Cumberworth Road to Reservoir View—it is also proposed to extend the
current traffic calming measures westwards.

The scheme will include a combination of speed cushions and tapered plateaus
(commonly known as speed humps). These features are expected to reduce vehicle
speeds and significantly improve road safety for all users, including pedestrians and
other vulnerable road users.
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
