Statement of Reasons 

 
Kirklees Council is proposing to introduce a Pedestrian Refuge on Wasp Nest Road 
at its junction with Spaines Road, Fartown in Huddersfield. 
 
The proposed No Waiting at Any Time Traffic Regulation Order at the junction is to 
help protect the carriageway crossing points and pedestrian visibility envelopes at the 
refuge from injudicious, obstructive parking at all times, during the day and night. 
 
The extent of the proposed TRO has been minimised and simply reinforces the 
Highway Code’s advice to drivers not to park near junctions and pedestrian crossings. 
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
