The Council of the Borough of Kirklees have made the above Order under their powers
in the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 the effect of which, as it affects a length of
road in the Dewsbury area of the Kirklees district, will be to amend the Kirklees Council
(Traffic Regulation) (Consolidation Order Providing On-Street Parking Places,
Waiting, Loading And Stopping Restrictions and Migration to a ‘Map-Based’ Format)
Order 2024 so as to:

1. Prohibit the waiting at any time on lengths of Oxford Road, Dewsbury
2. Revoke items in the Kirklees Council (Traffic Regulation) (Consolidation
Order Providing On-Street Parking Places, Waiting, Loading and Stopping
Restrictions and Migration to a ‘Map-Based’ Format) Order 2024, which
will be redundant when certain parts of the restrictions referred to above
are introduced.
This Order was made on 10 February 2026 and will take effect on 19 February 2026.
