This would mean we will fund free home-to-school transport for:

e Children up to 8 years old who live more than 2 miles from their
nearest suitable school

e children older than 8 years who live more than 3 miles from
their nearest suitable school

e Children who have no safe walking route

e Children with special educational needs, disability or mobility
problem

e Some children in low income families (which families are eligible
are explained in main questionnaire)

This will mean that some children who get free travel at the moment
may no longer get it.
