A nil rate is set for development other than residential
development or retail warehousing.

The proposed CIL rates in the DCS have been informed by
economic viability evidence prepared by Cushman and
Wakefield.

The economic viability evidence that underpins the
proposed rates shows the potential effects of the proposed
rates on the economic viability of development across the
district. This evidence has been used to justify what levels
of CIL could be charged in the district.

The available evidence has been used to strike an
appropriate balance between the desirability of funding
infrastructure from the levy and the potential impact upon
the economic viability of development in the district. The

Regulation 21 — CIL examination:
right to be heard

During the consultation period, the council received 23
representations, including 11 requests from representors to
be heard by the examiner.

At least four weeks prior to the opening of the examination,
the council will:

e publish the time and place of the CIL examination and
the name of the examiner on its website;

¢ notify all persons (including those who requested to be
heard by the examiner) who made representations in
accordance with Regulation 17;

e place an advertisement in the local press, stating the
time and place of the CIL examination and the name
of the examiner.

As permitted by Regulation 22, the examination of Kirklees
Draft Charging Schedule will be carried out jointly with the
examination of the Kirklees Local Plan.
